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Vote Against Proposition 8

The California State Democratic Party and the Mariposa
Democratic Club are among the many groups opposing Proposition
8. On June 16, 2008, the California Supreme Court ruled that the
state could no longer exclude same-sex couples from marriage; and
this came from a conservative court. Proposition 8, if it passes,
will overturn that decision.

In 1969 the U. S. Supreme Court struck down laws prohibiting
interracial marriage. Though these cases are not the sansantke
reasons are used against same-gender marriage: thatsitls a
harmful to children, or will destroy traditional marriage. The
California court ruled generally that sexual orientation is not a
legitimate reason to treat gay people differently. The A@bunts

out "that the court also holds that even though history is important
in deciding what a fundamental constitutional right is, courts
should not respect traditions on who gets to exercise the right."
This is a civil rights issue dealing with a legitimate mityowhich
deserves to have the same rights as all other citizens of this
country.

Many of us have representatives of this group in our extended

families and friendships.Vote No on Proposition 8, an amendment
to restrict a civil right to some of California’s citizens.

According to Time, "Palin's wasn't always a straight path to
reformer-in-chief. McCain lauds her opposition to pork, but she
hired a lobbying firm to lure millions in federal funding to Wasilla
while she was mayor, and she served as a major fund raiserdfor Te
Stevens, the patron saint of the "bridge to nowhere" (which she
supported before she didn't support it).

| have also received information from several sources that Palin
has actively sought the support of the fringe Alaska Independence
Party. Her husband is a member of this party. Six months ago,
Palin told members of the group (who advocate for a vote on
secession from the union) to "keep up the good work™ and "wished
the party luck on what she called its ‘inspiring convention.™

Again, | quote fronifime "Her daughter's pregnancy is beyond her
control, but the fact that she did not inform McCain's team about it
until a day before he offered her the job, has chagrined even her
Republican backers. Her story....may have been rushed into
circulation before it had been fully scoured for weak spots."

| hope that this information will be helpful to voters as they decide
their vote this fall.

| recently received a “distress call” from a member needing
ammunition to respond to an e-mail making its way across the
internet that purported to compare McCain’s stands on issues with
Obama’s. It was, of course, a misrepresentation of Obama’s
positions, and | provided the member with a non-partisan analysis
of both candidates on various issues. | sent that information to her
along with the following thoughts:

Dear Joyce,

I've enclosed both a non-partisan analysis of key issues, and one
club member’s reaction to the same e-mail that your friend
received.

What doing this research brings home to me, once again, is that
just reading about the candidate’s positions on the issues is only
marginally useful. The candidate is only one person. What stands
behind them are literally thousands of people with a political
ideology that binds them together, and for lack of a better phrase,
I'll call this group “the machine”. It's “the machine” which lbe
running the country, and/or the president. It will staff every major
department. It will determine who gets nominated to and serves a
life tenure on the Supreme Court. It will decide if energy pasicy
driven by drilling for a finite resource, or developing alternative
energy solutions. It will see what gets done and what doesn’t get
done, from setting the minimum wage, to basic science research, to
birth control education. It will determine what wars we enter and
avoid, how they are fought, and who pays for them.

My advice to a person when contemplating a decision like this is to

stand back and reflect upon the big picture, and consider, as the
saying goes, “The past is prologue.” If your friend has been happy
with the people who have been in George Bush’s administration
